President Signs ‘Frank Melville Act’ Into Law

Co-Sponsored by Nebraska Sen. Mike Johanns, Act Could Quadruple New Accessable Housing

Legislation signed into law Jan. 4 by President Barack Obama could quadruple the number rental units built each year by the federal government’s main program to provide affordable housing for people with disabilities.

The new law, entitled the Frank Melville Supportive Housing Investment Act of 2009, was co-sponsored by Nebraska Sen. Mike Johanns, a Republican, and was introduced in the Senate by New Jersey Sen. Robert Mendez, a Democrat, in July 2009. It received wide bi-partisan support. The bill passed the House and Senate in December.

“Reasonably priced housing is a critical piece of the puzzle for courageous people who are overcoming disabilities and seeking to become independent,” Johanns said. “This bill will streamline efforts to provide them adequate and affordable homes and ensure no one slips through the cracks. I’m pleased my colleagues agreed that this bill is the right direction to provide stability for these vulnerable citizens.”

The new law amends the U.S. Department of Housing and Urban Development’s Section 811 housing program. New construction has been difficult because of inefficiencies in the program, including an inability to combine various sources of funding, Johanns said.

The Section 811 program provides rental subsidies to low-income people with disabilities, but only capital funds from the 811 program can be used to build new units. The new legislation allows non-profit and private builders to use the same financing options that most other HUD programs use, including Low Income Housing Tax Credits, HOME program funds, Community Development Block Grants, and bond financing to build new units.

Federal spending is expected to be about the same as the current 811 program. But the new law’s backers say production of new units could quadruple from up to 1,000 units per year to up to 4,000.

“At a time when more than 12 million Americans — including 1.3 million with disabilities ­— spend more than half of their income on rent, the Frank Melville Act will help ensure that people with disabilities can keep a roof over their heads,” said Menendez, who is Chairman of the Senate’s Banking Subcommittee on Housing, Transportation and Community Development. 

“People with disabilities often face harder obstacles in accessing affordable housing that allows them to live independently, and that problem is worse in tough economic times. The Frank Melville Act will help make a difference in the lives of Americans with disabilities, and I’m proud to have championed it in the Senate.”

The legislation also was endorsed by a broad coalition of advocacy groups.

CLASSES FOR FAMILY CAREGIVERS SCHEDULED IN BELLEVUE, OMAHA

A series of classes for family caregivers has been scheduled for March and April in Bellevue and Omaha.

Powerful Tools for Caregivers (PTC) is a six-week program designed for people who are responsible for assisting family members or loved ones who have chronic illness or disability. In the Omaha area it is sponsored by Executive Services Corps.

PTC Classes focus on providing family caregivers with the tools to increase their own self awareness, confidence, health and well-being. 

The program is based on the Chronic Disease Self-Management Program of Dr. Kate Lorig and her colleagues at Stanford University’s Patient Education Research Center. It was developed by Oregon-based Legacy Health System in response to studies of family caregivers, which found high rates of depression, anxiety and increased vulnerability to health problems.

Since 1988, the class has been taught in more than 30 states, helping more than 60,000 caregivers, according to information on the program Web site..

Topics include: reducing personal stress, communicating effectively, with others and in challenging situations, making decisions about care facilities, mastering caregivers’ transitions, hiring in-home help, making financial decisions, understanding depression, making decisions about driving, and helping memory-impaired elders.

Two classes began in January and are ongoing through March 1 in Omaha and Neola, Iowa.

ADA DESIGN STANDARDS TO TAKE EFFECT IN MARCH

New federal accessible design standards take effect in March.

Revised regulations for Title II and Title III of the Americans with Disabilities Act were published in the Federal Register in September and officially become the new standard on March 15, 2011.

The standards, which will replace the 1991 standards, commonly known as ADAAG, will be optional for new construction and alterations for the next year. Designers and builders may use either the new standards or the 1991 standards. On March 15, 2012, compliance with the 2010 Standards will be required.

U.S. Attorney General Eric Holder signed the new standards in July, 2010.

BARRIER REMOVAL GRANTS AVAILABLE FROM LEAGUE

Barrier Removal Grants are available to qualified renters or homeowners, who experience a mobility limitation or who have someone in their family who does.

The League offers grants in Lincoln and Lancaster County, Omaha and Council Bluffs. The program is open to people with low to moderate income, based on U.S. Housing and Urban Development guidelines, who need funds to remove barriers in their homes.

Examples of eligible modifications include: outside ramps and lifts, grab bars, handrails, widened doorways, accessible tubs and showers, and reachable sinks and counters.

Buying a Power Wheelchair May Get More Complicated

Congress Eliminates Medicare’s First Month

Purchase Option, Requires 13-Month Rental

New federal regulations may make it more difficult for some Medicare beneficiaries to get power wheelchairs.

Effective Jan. 1, Congress has eliminated the first-month option, which a majority of consumers had taken advantage of. 

Until the new regulation, consumers approved for power wheelchairs through Medicare had the option of either buying their chairs during the first month in which they were provided or renting for 13 months. At the end of the rental period, ownership was transferred to the consumers.

Now, instead of paying providers up front for standard power wheelchairs, Medicare now will only pay rent on them over 13 months.

Medical equipment manufacturers and equipment provider associations have warned the change will create an economic hardship for small businesses — especially in rural areas — and may force some to either go out of business or stop providing power wheelchairs.

Issues include potential cash flow problems for small businesses that will have to first buy the chairs, then wait 13 months to be paid back. Under some circumstances — for example, if a consumer goes into a nursing home or dies during the 13-month period — a business may not be fully reimbursed.

Providers also may have to absorb the cost of delivering and servicing the chairs over the rental period. The ability to get credit in uncertain economic times also is an issue.

Manufacturers and consumer groups had hoped Congress would delay implementation of the new policy for at least a year to allow businesses to better prepare.. But a bill passed early in December   to address other problems with new Medicare regulations does not mention the first-month purchase option.

At Mobility Options, a subsidiary of the League of Human Dignity, specializing in the sales and service of durable medical equipment, the new rule will create a hardship. But MO will continue to provide power wheelchairs to consumers who need them.

Company Offers Video Relay Service Application  for iPhone 4

AT&T is now offering a video relay service (VRS) application for iPhone 4. The app, announced Dec. 21, 2010, allows people with deafness or who are hard of hearing to make VRS calls.

The VRS service allows a person who uses American Sign Language (ASL) to place a relay call to a hearing person, through a certified ASL interpreter. AT&T has offered video relay services to its customers for many years, but the new service is a way for users to make VRS calls on the go. Customers with the iPhone 4 — a smartphone made by Apple — can make unlimited VRS calls using the free app.

"AT&T is committed to serving the deaf and hard of hearing communities, and our new AT&T VRS app is one more way we're enhancing our offerings," said Susan Johnson, the company’s senior vice president of customer information services.

"Now our customers can make a VRS call at Wi-Fi hotspots using iPhone 4, which makes VRS easier and more accessible for everyone."

The app is simple and easy to use, say company officials. A user launches it, logs in, and then either place a VRS call by selecting someone from their contact list or by manually dialing a number. The app contacts an AT&T ASL interpreter who then initiates a video call with a phone user. The interpreter connects the user to the person they are calling, and relays the conversation between the two parties through ASL.

The phone company also offers free software called AT&T Video Link, that can turn a computer or laptop eqiuipped with a web cam and broadband connections into a video phone.

The VRS app provides users with a ten-digit telephone number and supports all required 911 emergency capabilities.

The AT&T VRS app is available free from the App Store on iPhone or at www.itunes.com/appstore/.

Independent Living Movement Mourns Passing of Max Starkloff

Disability activist Max Starkloff died Dec. 27, 2010, of complications from the flu. He was 73.

The National Council on Independent Living, which Starkloff headed during the 1980s, describes him in its online blog as “a giant in the disability rights movement, who embodied the spirit of independence and determination. Starkloff’s legacy of caring and his fight for civil rights has helped America define what independence means in the 21st century.“

He became a quadriplegic in 1959 became an advocate for the interests of people with disabilities

Recognizing that people with disabilities need help learning how to live independent, productive lives, Starkloff co-founded Paraquad with his wife Colleen in  St. Louis, Mo., 1970, notes the St. Louis-based Starkloff Disability Institute. Paraquad was one of the original 10 federally-funded Independent Living Centers in the nation. 

Starkloff also recognized the need to help the non-disabled community learn to drop its notions of what people with disabilities cannot do and give them a chance to become productive members of society. So, he retired from Paraquad in 2003 and with his wife created the institute that bears their name.

Starkloff served as the first president of NCIL, from 1983 through 1985. In 2007, on the 25th anniversary, of NCIL, the organization honored Starkloff by dedicating an award in his name: The Max Starkloff Lifetime Achievement Award, given in recognition of a lifetime of achievement in the Independent Living Movement. 

He served in numerous official positions throughout his career and received several awards for his work, including:

President’s Distinguished Service Award - President George H. W. Bush; Community Leadership Award - Leadership St. Louis; Commissioner’s Distinguished Service Award - Rehabilitation Services Administration, Washington, DC; Mayor’s Arch Award for leadership in disability rights - St. Louis; Annual Civic Service Award - Maryville University; Human Rights Award - United Nations Association, St. Louis; Humanitarian Award - Human Development Corporation, St. Louis; St. Louis Award; Sold on St. Louis Award; Sword of Ignatius Loyola Award, St. Louis University’s highest honor, St. Louis; Missourian Award - Missouri Hall of Fame; Doctor of Humane Letters - Webster University, St. Louis; Doctor of Humane Letters, University of Missouri, St. Louis; Recognized by National Council on the Handicapped and St. Louis Unit of NASW; “Max Starkloff Lifetime Achievement Award” - National Council on Independent Living, Washington, D.C.; St. Louis Walk of Fame, Induction, June 20, 2008.

Starkloff lives on through his work, in the hearts of all whom he touched, and especially through his wife Colleen and their children.

“Today NCIL celebrates our brother Max as a pioneer and soldier in America’s fight for equality. Max Starkloff will be dearly missed, and will never be forgotten,” said the NCIL online blog.

Funeral services were Jan. 4 at St Francis Xavier College Church at Saint Louis University in St Louis.
