C.E.O.’s NOTE

We hope that you are enjoying the beautiful spring weather! 

In the last issue of ON THE LEVEL, I wrote about a transportation issue that was resolved after several years of advocacy. The lack of affordable and accessible transportation for individuals with disability remains a critical issue throughout Nebraska.

We are aware that there are two commercial transportation providers in Nebraska who provide statewide transportation services to people with disability who do not use wheelchairs, but these providers do not transport people who use wheelchairs. Though these two providers are not the only providers who do not provide wheelchair-accessible transportation, they are the only providers, of whom we are aware, who operate a fleet of vans, but do not provide wheelchair-accessible transportation.

This scenario creates a barrier that prevents people who use wheelchairs from living independently in their communities. We believe that the practice of operating a fleet of vans for the purpose of providing transportation, and not providing wheelchair accessible transportation violates the Americans with Disabilities Act, and is therefore illegal.

If you or someone that you know has been denied transportation by a commercial provider who operates vans; because you use a wheelchair, please call Rich Skerbitz at the League of Human Dignity. Rich can be reached at 888-508-4758.

Over the coming months, the League will engage in various activities to resolve this issue, and it is our hope that we can do so through the use of education and negotiation. We will keep you posted!

Paint-A-Thon Program Seeking Houses to Paint in Lincoln

League Membership Group Given Union Plaza Tour
Accessible Park On Schedule for Completion in Summer of 2012

While the centerpiece of the Antelope Valley Project, Lincoln’s Union Plaza, still is about a year from completion, it is open to the public now and is accessible.

The League of Human Dignity Membership Group toured the park, located between 21st and 22nd streets from O to R streets, on May 2. The group stopped under the P Street overpass for a presentation by J.J. Yost, Planning and Construction Manager for the Lincoln Parks and recreation Department.

Yost described the work yet to be completed and the purpose of the park. He said there was a three-fold purpose behind the park’s design — creation of a place for discovery, gathering and celebration.

Discovery features will include learning experiences for families and children, including Nebraska heritage tile murals.

Most of the trails in the plaza are accessible to wheelchair users, Yost said. Trago Park, which adjoins the plaza to the north, also is accessible, he said.

The 12-foot-wide paved trails have been designed at less than 5 percent grade — navigable by people with disabilities. 

Yost encouraged anyone who finds areas that are not accessible to contact the department.

“We want it to be easy to travel,” Yost said. “We don’t want you to feel like you’ll fall over.”

Many trails have been built as street underpasses, eliminating the need to cross traffic.

Features yet to be completed include fountains, landscaping, public artwork and interpretive learning features, and the Jayne Snyder Trails Center/Active Living Center.

The city broke ground for the center, on the southeast corner of at 21st and Q, April 7. Scheduled for completion in the late summer of 2012, the $1.4 million center will effectively be the plaza’s “front gate,” Yost said. It will include restrooms, meeting and interpretive display space, retail space and it will function as the hub for the trails system.

Yost said the city anticipates the park will see a lot of public use — which already has begun. The more families and individuals making use of the park, he said, means less of the kind of things you don’t want to see, including graffiti.

The Antelope Valley Project, extends about nine miles, from near the Bob Devaney Center at the north end to near the south Wal Mart, is a partnership of the University of Nebraska, the Lower Platte South Natural Resources District, the U.S. Army Corps of Engineers and the City of Lincoln. It is designed to eliminate flooding, downtown traffic congestion and to revitalize Lincoln’s downtown area.

Houses and businesses in Lincoln were removed from the valley’s 100-year floodplain as part of the project, which created the opportunity to develop the area as a park, Yost said.

EYE INJURY PREVENTION MONTH

Federal Occupational Health has designated July Eye Injury Prevention Month.

Eye injuries of all types occur at a rate of more than 2,000 per day, the agency reported, with an estimated 1,000 in the workplace. The best ways to prevent injury is to always wear appropriate eye protection — more than 90% of eye injuries are preventable with the use of proper safety eyewear.

Early detection and treatment of eye conditions and diseases also are essential to maintaining good vision at every stage of life. According to the American Academy of Ophthalmology, children with a family history of childhood vision problems should be screened for common childhood eye problems before the age of 5. Adults aged 40 to 65 should have an eye exam every two to four years. Adults over 65 should have an eye exam every one to two years.

BARRIER REMOVAL GRANTS AVAILABLE FROM LEAGUE

Barrier Removal Grants are available to qualified renters or homeowners, who experience a mobility limitation or who have someone in their family who does.

The League offers grants in Lincoln and Lancaster County, Omaha and Council Bluffs. The program is open to people with low to moderate income, based on U.S. Housing and Urban Development guidelines, who need funds to remove barriers in their homes.

Examples of eligible modifications include: outside ramps and lifts, grab bars, handrails, widened doorways, accessible tubs and showers, and reachable sinks and counters.

NATIONAL ASSOCIATION OF GUIDE DOG USERS LAUNCHES HOTLINE

Guide dog users have one more resource for questions, concerns and advocacy.

The National Association of Guide Dog Users, a division of the National Federation of the Blind, launched an Education and Advocacy Hotline March 15, in conjunction with new federal regulations covering service animals. 

The hotline offers information about the legal rights of individuals who use service animals to mitigate their disabilities, it also offers the option to speak with an advocate who is trained to resolve access denials. 

According to federal guidelines, a service animal is “any dog that is individually trained to do work or perform tasks for the benefit of an individual with a disability.” The new regulations state, “Other species of animals, whether wild or domestic, trained or untrained, are not service animals for the purposes of this definition.” 

In an effort to further clarify its intent, the Department of Justice specifically states: “The crime deterrent effects of an animal's presence and the provision of emotional support, well-being, comfort, or companionship do not constitute work or tasks for the purposes of this definition.” 

The hotline offers general information about service animals under the Americans with Disabilities Act, as well as specific guidance concerning restaurants, taxicabs, and health-care facilities. Callers who need immediate assistance can connect directly to a live, trained advocate. Future plans for the hotline include summaries of each of the state laws concerning service animals, more industry-specific information, and guidance in a variety of languages.

The hotline was created by a grant from the National Federation of the Blind Imagination Fund, as well as with contributions from the California and Florida Associations of Guide Dog Users. 

NAGDU conducts public awareness campaigns on issues of guide dog use, provides advocacy support for guide dog handlers who face discrimination, supports effective legislation to protect the rights of service animal users, offers educational programs to school and civic organizations, and functions as an integral part of the National Federation of the Blind.

ADA WORKSHOP CLARIFIES UPDATED REGULATIONS

Richard Sternadori of the Great Plains ADA Center encouraged designers, builders, businesses and municipalities to adopt the new ADA accessible design standards now instead of later, saving themselves the trouble of a long, drawn out transition process.

Sternadori, the Nebraska coordinator at the ADA Center, presented an overview of the new Title II and Title III regulations April 21, during an ADA workshop sponsored by the League of Human Dignity. The regulations took effect March 15.

The standards for accessible design become mandatory March 15, 2012. Until then, entities have the option of adopting the new standards or continuing to use the old.

Sternadori opened the workshop with a description of the federally-mandated network of ADA Centers. The 10 regional centers provide information, technical assistance and training on the Americans with Disabilities Act and related disability laws.

The program then turned to the changes in the Department of Justice regulations for Title II and III entities. Under the Americans with Disabilities Act, Title II entities are state and local governments, and Title III entities include public accommodations and commercial facilities.

Specifically, the program covered new standards for accessible design; rules for venues that sell event tickets for accessible seating; definitions and regulations for service animals, wheelchairs and other power-driven mobility devices; new standards for video remote interpreting; residential housing offered for sale; detention and corrections facilities; and reservations made by places of lodging.

The workshop was held at Nebraska Educational Telecommunications in the Meeting and Events Room. Thirty-two people, representing a variety of professional fields attended. The discussion was lively at times and feedback indicates those who attended felt the program was helpful. Organizers agreed the six-hour program was a big success.

SEWARD, NE, OFFICIALS TAKE PROACTIVE APPROACH TO ACCESSIBILITY

Making Seward, NE, a nice place to live includes making it more accessible, said the city’s Building Director John Hughes.

Hughes also serves as Planning and Zoning Director and Plans Analyst for Seward, a city of about 7,000 people 27 miles west of Lincoln. He was one of a small group of officials from the community in attendance at the League’s April 21 ADA workshop.

For many years city officials have taken a proactive approach to accessibility, Hughes said.

“Early on, the city decided to become a model ADA accessible city and we’re following through on that,” he said.

Examples of the city’s approach include a policy of waiving city permit fees for construction of wheelchair ramps.

“When people need ramps into and out of their homes, we do not charge fees,” Hughes said. “And we will also provide aid in design and implementation of the ramp.”

He said the philosophy behind that approach is simply a desire to do the right thing

“When you get to the stage where you need a ramp to get into and out of your home, you’ve got enough to deal with,” he said. “This is kind of the least that we can do.”

Hughes said a former Seward Mayor steered his department toward the League of Human Dignity and the goal of accessible design.

“And the thought that with just a little work, a lot of people could stay in their homes and not have to move into a nursing home,” he said. “Sometimes all it takes is redoing a shower or widening doorways and you don’t have to go to a nursing home.”

Other examples include making Seward’s parks, pool and other city facilities accessible, Hughes said, and seeing to it that Seward High School installed an elevator to a second floor sports practice area. 

Projects in the planning stages include a revamping of the city’s curb cuts, particularly in the downtown area, which probably will begin in conjunction with an upcoming highway overlay project.

Hughes said Seward also is pursuing a tax increment financing project that will result in a larger downtown — sort of. The project involves installation of a system of elevators and catwalks in downtown alleys, designed to make the second floors of its buildings accessible

“We can’t make our downtown bigger but if we can use our second floor space, we can increase our downtown footprint by 30 percent,” Hughes said.

He added that ground will be broken soon on the first elevator project.

Another consideration is economic, Hughes said. Seward’s annual Fourth of July celebration is a nationally-known event that draws 40,000 to 50,000 people.

“When you do that kind of thing you’d better be ready,” he said. “We want to accommodate them all.”
