LEAGUE CO-SPONSORS ADA CONFERENCE IN NORFOLK FOR FIRST RESPONDERS

COMMUNITY CELEBRATION FOLLOWS TWO-DAY TRAINING EVENT

About 30 people attended each day of a special conference designed to educate first responders about the Americans with Disabilities Act

The League’s Norfolk Center for Independent Living sponsored the two-day workshop, in cooperation with the Nebraska Community College Criminal Justice Educator’s Association, Sept. 7 and 8 at the Life Long Learning Center on the Northeast Community College campus in Norfolk.

A community celebration of the 21st anniversary of the passage of the ADA followed the wrap-up of the event.

The conference featured presentations by health care professionals and disability advocates on a variety of topics, including helping people with mental health disabilities, community support services, hidden disabilities and physical disabilities, the ADA as it relates to first responders, and several discussion sessions. 

“It went well,” said Independent Living Coordinator Jane Fink from the Norfolk CIL. “I think the people there learned a lot. We had students there as well as first responders, who asked a lot of questions about the ADA.”

Fink moderated the event, with the help of Independent Living Advisors Charlotte Breuer and Doris Rohrer.

Presenters included Connie L. Petersen, PhD, Director of Outpatient Clinical Services; Meg Donovon, PhD, of Associated Psychologists & Counselors, LLC; Patty Skokan, Executive Director of Liberty Centre Services, Inc.; Sonja Schatfield, Northeast Regional ASD Coordinator; and Rich Sternadori, Nebraska Coordinator for the Great Plains ADA Center at the University of Missouri.

CEO’S NOTE

The beautiful fall weather that we are enjoying is a welcome relief  from the hot summer days. We hope that you are enjoying this great weather!

Though not official, I learned today that the League will quite probably receive approval of funding for the continued operation of the Extended Hours Service Transportation Program (EHS) for another project year beginning October 1, 2011 through September 30, 2012. 

The EHS Program is a very important transportation option for individuals with disability who do not have their own available source of transportation, and therefore depend on available public transportation options. The EHS Program; which provides services in the Lincoln City Limits, is such a resource, providing transportation services during times that StarTran’s Handivan does not operate. Namely, Monday through Friday 5 P.M. to 11 P.M, Saturday 8 A.M. to 11 P.M., and Sundays and six major holidays  from 8 A.M to 5 P.M..

The EHS Program eligibility criteria are broader than criteria for eligibility to ride StarTran’s Handivan Program, although Consumers who are eligible for the Handivan are also eligible for the EHS Program. People with disability who are not eligible for the Handivan, can apply for EHS eligibility at the League’s Lincoln Center for Independent Living.

Funding for the EHS Program consists of federal New Freedom Transportation Funds that are administered by the City of Lincoln Planning Department. This source of funding accounts for 50% of the annual operating costs of the EHS Program. The League and rider fares fund the balance of the annual operating costs.

The future of the EHS Program beyond the October 1, 2011 through September 30 2012 operating year is uncertain due the likelihood that the federal New Freedom Transportation Funds will not be available next year. The League will attempt to locate alternate sources of funding, but given growing reductions in funding resources, securing funding for the continued operation of the EHS Program will be a challenge.

In the meantime, Consumers will be able to enjoy the freedom of having the EHS Program available to met their transportation needs.

STATE’S LIBRARY COMMISSION OFFERS NEBRASKANS

WITH DISABILITIES A DIFFERENT WAY OF READING
People can enjoy their favorite books and magazines, even if they struggle to read regular print or hold a book or turn its pages. 

The Nebraska Library Commission’s Talking Book and Braille Service is a free library for Nebraskans who cannot see regular print because of visual or physical impairment, permanent or temporary, or who experience a reading disability such as dyslexia. Nebraskans can have audio books and magazines mailed directly to their own homes, or to retirement centers, care facilities, or public or private schools, in care of an in-house staff contact member.  All materials are returned postage free.

Audio books and magazines are circulated on easy-to-use flash memory cartridges that are light-weight and fit in the palm of your hand.  The collection contains westerns, mysteries, romances, classics, history, biographies — including national bestsellers as well as books by Nebraska authors or about Nebraska.  Magazines include such favorites as “Big Red Report,” “Country,” “Good Old Days,” “Great Plains Game & Fish,” “Guideposts,” “ Midwest Living,” “Mother Earth News,” “Nebraska Life,” “Nebraskaland,” “Reminisce,” “Saturday Evening Post,” “Taste of Home” and more.

The program provides playback equipment free on long-term loan. The equipment is easy to use — just push the power button and slip the book or magazine into the player.  No matter how long the book or magazine, there are no side changes or turning anything over.

Online application forms can be printed, completed, and then mailed to the Talking Book and Braille Service.  The Web site is www.nlc.state.ne.us/TBBS/applyforservice.aspx 

The application can be signed by a medical doctor, eye-care professional, registered nurse, nurse practitioner, physician assistant, rehabilitation or occupational therapist, social worker, case worker, counselor, or librarian. This same site can be used to access a facility application form.  Because of federal regulations, only a medical doctor can certify reading disability, for example, dyslexia.

FREE 14-WEEK ONLINE PROGRAM OFFERS HELP TO CONTINUE HEALTHY, ACTIVE LIFESTYLE

Maintain your healthy lifestyle, with physical activity and eating right, with the help of a free 14-week web-based program.

The program, sponsored by the National Center on Physical Activity and Disability, is designed for people with mobility limitations, chronic health conditions and physical disabilities.

People register online for the program, telling NPAD about themselves. The organization uses the information provided to develop personalized resources and exercises over the course of 14 weeks.

Registrants visit the Web site each week to take advantage of new material that builds on the previous weeks.

The goal of the physical activity portion of the program is to provide people with the tools they need to be more active with little or no additional equipment, whether new to working out or already exercising regularly, according to information provided on the NCPAD Web site.

Each exercise includes ideas on how to increase or decrease the intensity or difficulty and gives people modifications to accommodate a wide variety of abilities.

The program provides:

- New, personalized weekly exercises

- Physical activity and nutrition tips

- Motivational resources

- Weekly recipes

- Features to help track activity and eating

- Optional reminders and alerts

- Opportunities to connect with other participants

- Access to 14-Week coaches

NCPAD formed in 1999, when the National Center on Accessibility partnered with the University of Illinois at Chicago and the Rehabilitation Institute of Chicago. It is funded through a grant from the Centers for Disease Control and Prevention.

The mission of the organization is to promote the health benefits of regular physical activity. It’s 14-week Program to a Healthier You started in 2009.

IOWA GOVERNOR DECIDES NOT TO IMPLEMENT PROPOSED RESPITE CUT

Iowa Gov. Terry Branstad has decided not to implement a controversial proposal to cut Medicaid-funded respite care.

As reported in the August issue of “On The Level,” the Iowa Department of Human Services had proposed cutting the annual limit for paid respite services to an average of 48 hours a month.

Respite services are designed to give a break to people who care for family members in Iowa’s Medicaid waiver programs. There are 25,000 Iowans enrolled in various waiver programs and about 6,100 families use respite services — that includes about 700 families with members who have the most severe disabilities and who go over the proposed 576 hours a year limit.

The proposed cut was projected to save Iowa $2.5 million a year. It was one answer to a projected Medicaid budget deficit of $571 million for fiscal year 2012. State lawmakers ordered the Department of Human Services to identify possible cuts to help reduce the shortfall.

Republican Rep. Dave Heaton, chairman of the House Health and Human Services Appropriations Subcommittee, said many lawmakers had been under the impression that respite care was used only when family caregivers needed a one or two day break. Heaton’s committee held hearings on the proposal and got a more accurate picture from families.

As an example, some parents rely on respite care nearly every day, when they need to run errands or attend to their other children’s needs.

Hundreds of Iowa families contacted their representatives and lawmakers listened to their concerns. In early August, Heaton’s committee recommended the proposal be withdrawn. Gov.  Branstad agreed.

News sources quoted a spokesman for the governor saying it did not make sense to go forward with the cut, which “would place the greatest burden on the most vulnerable.” Branstad spokesman, Tim Albrecht, said managing the respite program “wasn’t about dollars, it was about common sense.”

DOT COLLECTING DATA ON MISHANDLING OF FLYERS’ WHEELCHAIRS

CALL AIMED AT RAISING AWARENESS, PROVIDING TOOL

FOR COMPARISON, PRODDING AIRLINES TO EXC ERCISE GREATER CARE
The U.S. Department of Transportation may be on the verge of addressing problems with the the way airlines handle wheelchairs and other mobility devices used by passengers with disabilities.

In July, the department asked for advice and opinions about how to determine the number of mobility devices airlines handle, as well as  how incidents of damage to the equipment should be reported.

The request was part of a July 15 rules proposal published in the “Federal Register.” The department set a Sept. 13 deadline, although the notice said late-filed comments would be considered “to the extent practicable.” 

The “Federal Register” announcement, available online at www.regulations.gov, reads in part:

"The Department of Transportation is interested in capturing data about the number of mishandled wheelchairs/scooters per unit of wheelchairs/scooters transported in aircraft cargo. Many air travelers who use wheelchairs are reluctant to travel by air because of concern that the return of their wheelchairs or scooters will be delayed, or the wheelchair/scooter will be damaged or lost. However, we do not know the magnitude of the problem. The proposed data collection for mishandled wheelchairs/scooters is crucial to understanding the magnitude of the problem as this data is not available to us through other means. 

“It is very important that passengers with mobility disabilities arrive at their destination with their wheelchair/scooter in good working order. Without these devices, they will have great difficulty in exiting the airport or may be confined to their hotel or place of visit. 

“We invite interested persons to comment on this proposal. Should the rule be expanded to require data not only about wheelchairs and scooters transported in the aircraft cargo compartment but about all wheelchairs and scooters regardless of whether the devices are transported in the cabin or in the cargo compartment? Should the rule also apply to other mobility devices, such as walkers? 

“The Department plans to publish the data it receives from the carriers, which would increase public awareness of the issue, provide passengers with disabilities a means by which to compare the overall mishandled wheelchair/scooter rates by carrier and create an added incentive for air carriers to treat these mobility devices with greater care.”

The Department of Transportation will post all the comments it receives at www.regulations.gov.

“After years of mistreatment by the airlines, those of us who travel with wheelchairs or other mobility equipment may actually have our concerns recognized,” Michael Collins, a blogger for the Christopher and Dana Reeve Foundation and contributing editor for “New Mobility Magazine” wrote Aug. 8. “Up until now there has been no attempt to capture the accurate number of wheelchairs or other mobility devices transported by the nation’s air carriers, or how many incidents of damage occur.” 

Collins wrote he has taken more than 100 flights during the time he has used a wheelchair “ and I would estimate that something negative happens about a third of the time on those trips.

BARRIER REMOVAL GRANTS AVAILABLE FROM LEAGUE
Barrier Removal Grants are available to qualified renters or homeowners, who experience a mobility limitation or who have someone in their family who does.

The League offers grants in Lincoln and Lancaster County, Omaha and Council Bluffs. The program is open to people with low to moderate income, based on U.S. Housing and Urban Development guidelines, who need funds to remove barriers in their homes.

OCTOBER IS DISABILITY EMPLOYMENT AWARENESS MONTH

2011 THEME: ‘PROFIT BY INVESTING IN WORKERS WITH DISABILITIES’
The theme for October's National Disability Employment Awareness Month is "Profit by Investing in Workers with Disabilities."

The theme both honors the contributions of workers with disabilities and informs the public that they represent a highly skilled talent pool that can help employers compete in today's global economy.

"Return on investment means hiring the right talent," said Kathy Martinez, assistant secretary of labor for disability employment policy. "Workers with disabilities represent all skill sets and are ready to get the job done. This year's theme focuses on improving employment opportunities that lead to good jobs and a secure economic future for people with disabilities and the nation as a whole."

The observance is sponsored by the U.S. Department of Labor’s Office of Disability Employment Policy.

The theme was announced in August, giving communities nationwide time to plan announcements, events and meetings, including proclamations, public awareness programs and job fairs that showcase the assets of workers with disabilities.

Americans have been celebrating the contributions of workers with disabilities since 1945, when Congress enacted a law declaring the first week in October as “National Employ the Physically Handicapped Week.”  President Harry S. Truman designated the President's Committee on Employment of People with Disabilities to carry out the observance.

In 1962, the word "physically" was removed from the week's name to acknowledge the employment needs of all Americans with disabilities. In 1988, Congress expanded the week to a month and changed its name to "National Disability Awareness Month," which eventually evolved to its current name. The Labor Department's Office of Disability Employment Policy took over responsibility for National Disability Employment Awareness Month in 2001.

‘COMPASSIONATE ALLOWANCES’ LIST ADDS 12 MORE CONDITIONS
LIST USED TO EXPEDITE SOCIAL SECURITY DISABILITY PROCESS

Social Security has added 12 conditions to its “expedited disability process,” known as Compassionate Allowances list.

The latest addition, in July, brings the list to 100.

Compassionate Allowances, which began in December 2007, are a way to quickly identify diseases and other medical conditions that by definition meet Social Security’s standards for disability benefits. 

“We have an obligation to award benefits quickly to people whose medical conditions are so serious they clearly meet our disability standards,” said Michael J. Astrue, Commissioner of Social Security. “We are now able to do precisely that for 100 severe conditions.”

The Compassionate Allowances conditions are developed from information received at public outreach hearings, and from the Social Security and Disability Determination Service communities, medical and scientific experts, and the National Institutes of Health. 

“By definition, these illnesses are so severe that we don’t need to fully develop the applicant’s work history to make a decision,” said Commissioner Astrue. “As a result, Social Security has eliminated this part of the application process for people who have a condition on the list, and we can award benefits much more quickly.”

The Compassionate Allowances initiative is one of two parts of Social Security’s fast-track system for claims. The other is the Quick Disability Determination (QDD) process.

QDD analyzes data in electronic claims to identify claims with a high potential that the claimant is disabled and where evidence of the person’s claims can obtained quickly.

Last year Social Security approved more than 100,000 claims under its fast-track programs, usually in less than two weeks. This year, the agency expects to fast-track nearly 150,000 cases.
