C.E.O.’S NOTE

As the holiday season quickly approaches, we want to take this opportunity to wish each of you a safe and joyous holiday season! Though we realize that the holidays can be hectic and sometimes difficult, we hope that you receive all of the good that the season has to offer!

I think that we have done a reasonably good job of keeping our readers up to date on the League’s journey through this past year, but I would like to provide a final brief update on LHD’s progress.

You might recall that the League was awarded a statewide contract with the Nebraska Department of Health and Human Services to provide services coordination and resource development services to Consumers of the Medicaid Waiver for Adults with Disabilities. In order to efficiently and effectively serve the additional 39 counties covered under the contract, the League opened two new offices, which are located in Kearney and North Platte. Even though we have at times struggled with some aspects of the expansion, we are successfully managing waiver services in the additional counties. The most important outcome is that the League is serving 270 to 285 additional Consumers who are receiving services each month in the expansion area.

Though final data is not yet available, the League’s Centers for Independent Living (CILs) also served more Consumers during the past program year. 

The League’s Omaha and Southwest Iowa CILs collaborated with the Great Plains ADA Center     to host successful training on the Americans with Disabilities Act in Omaha. The League’s Norfolk CIL also collaborated with the Great Plains ADA Center to host a successful ADA training in Norfolk.

The League’s Norfolk CIL organized and held its first ever 18-hole benefit golf event this year. Kudos to Norfolk Staff for their hard work!  The Lincoln CIL successfully organized and held its second annual benefit golf event this year.

The League’s Omaha and Southwest Iowa CILs are actively engaged in organizing the first ever benefit golf event to support both of these CILs. If you live in the Omaha or Council Bluffs areas, please join the effort to make this event successful.

The League of Human Dignity is very fortunate to have experienced another year of growth during difficult economic times. We hope that we can count on your continued support of the League, and of the many individuals with disabilities who are successfully living independently in their homes and communities!

GOLF EVENT BENEFITS LEAGUE IN LINCOLN

SECOND ANNUAL OUTING INCLUDES GOLF TOURNAMENT, AUCTION, HELICOPTER BALL DROP

The team of Bob Tridle, Scott Tridle, Dave Tridle and Ryan Quinn shot a 14-under-par 58 to win this year’s League of Human Dignity 2010 Lincoln Benefit Golf Event.

The winners beat nine other teams in an 18-hole, four-player best ball format on a beautiful day for golf at Lincoln’s Highlands golf course. The second annual event, which also included a silent auction and helicopter golf ball drop, was Thursday, Sept. 30.

The event raised money to benefit the League of Human Dignity in Lincoln, helping it fulfill its mission promoting the full integration of people with disabilities into society.

The second-place team, Ed Schulenberg, Brian Lavelle, Brad Johnson and Steve Knobel, sponsored by the Cattle National Bank and Trust Co., shot a 61. The third-place team of Wayne Lenhoff, Randy Bowen, Dave Klaus and Adam Lenhoff, sponsored by Lenhoff Construction, also shot a 61.

Following completion of play, Harry Barr hovered his helicopter above a flagged hole set up on the course’s driving range. There, passenger Robyn Manning dropped about 250 numbered golf balls, of which one dropped into the hole, winning Jim Fink of Orchard a $1,500 prize.

BARRIER REMOVAL GRANTS AVAILABLE FROM LEAGUE
Barrier Removal Grants are available to qualified renters or homeowners, who experience a mobility limitation or who have someone in their family who does.

The League offers grants in Lincoln and Lancaster County, Omaha and Council Bluffs. The program is open to people with low to moderate income, based on U.S. Housing and Urban Development guidelines, who need funds to remove barriers in their homes.

Examples of eligible modifications include: outside ramps and lifts, grab bars, handrails, widened doorways, accessible tubs and showers, and reachable sinks and counters.

League staff offer a variety of services to assist in making homes more accessible to people with disabilities. For more information or for an application for a Barrier Removal Grant, contact:

QUICKTRIP, DOJ SETTLE DISCRIMINATION LAWSUIT

CASE ORIGINATED AFTER INVESTIGATION OF COMPLAINTS BY TWO OMAHA MEN

The company that owns the QuickTrip convenience stores chain has reached a settlement with the U.S. Department of Justice, resolving a lawsuit over the accessibility of the stores to people with disabilities.

The lawsuit originated after a DOJ investigation in response to complaints from two Omaha-area men. One of the men, Martin Ware of LaVista, got help making his complaint from the staff of the League of Human Dignity’s Omaha Center for Independent Living.

 “We don’t really deserve any credit,” said Bob Gomez, Director of the Omaha CIL. “It was his doing. All  we did was help him clarify his thoughts and put it all in writing, with his guidance. Also, we explained the complaint procedure, provided the form and answered questions he had. But the [federal] complaint was never filed because the Department of Justice got ahold of it.”

Ware, a 75-year-old Korean War veteran, has difficulty walking and often uses a wheelchair. Also named in the DOJ complaint is John K. Shannahan, also a veteran, who also has difficulty walking.

Gomez said Ware sent a letter of complaint to QuickTrip, headquartered in Tulsa, OK, outlining accessibility problems he saw at two local stores.

After learning of the complaint in 2009, the Civil Rights Division of the DOJ surveyed 21 QuickTrip convenience stores and gas stations in five states. The company owns more than 550 gas stations, convenience stores and truck stops throughout the Midwest, South and Southwest. Investigators determined QuickTrip discriminates against people with disabilities, in violation of Title III of the Americans with Disabilities Act, by failing to provide and maintain several accessibility elements. 

The settlement, reached in July, requires the company to pay a civil fine and to make its facilities accessible. It further requires QuickTrip to provide fueling assistance and other assistance people with disabilities need to enjoy equal access to facilities and services at the stores. The settlement also establishes a fund for compensating people with disabilities who were harmed by the company’s lack of accessible facilities and services. Claims must be made before Jan. 15, 2011.

The League of Human Dignity’s Centers for Independent Living provide services people with disabilities need to achieve and maintain their independent lifestyles.
